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1. On page 199, the author makes a good point about scheduling creativity. He is arguing in saying that you can schedule creativity, and in fact, the most motivating factor in creative thinking is a deadline.  
I agree to some extent to what he is saying. I think a creative person can always create something, even if there is time constraint. I find that most of my friends and co-workers tend to get more things done when they have a deadline. For me, I guess it depends on the deadline. If the deadline is fair and adequate, then for me, I can be more productive. But when the deadline is really close, and I have to rush to do everything, I tend to be the least creative. I just use something that’s already been done, or do some quick low-quality work, just so I can meet the deadline.
